The cottage is situated in the lovely hills of Exmoor and is a Grade II listed building.  It was built in the early Victorian era of local Quantock stone.

It is fully equipped and situated just within Exmoor National Park – about halfway between Minehead and Taunton.

The garden is well planted with shrubs and lawns and has a secluded area with a garden table and chairs.

Beyond the garden is a gravelled area with parking for up to four cars.  It can be secured with a lockable gate.

Well-behaved pets are welcome and the garden is dog-proof.

The House

Nettlecombe Cottage stands in its own private garden, at the mouth of a wooded coombe on the edge of Exmoor, with ample secure car-parking.  The cottage sleeps four people (two bedrooms), has a living room and a dining room with a small, well-equipped kitchen and bathroom with WC.  All bed linen, towels, cutlery, crockery and cooking utensils are provided.
